Report for the year 2014-15

The year that passed:

The year 14-15 remained historical in many aspects. It was for the first time that a Philanthropic organization in the country supported us to do what ever we wanted to- what ever we felt important and need for society, we had freehand. The support did not last long is a different matter but the imitative is indicative of changing social atmosphere. When the year was ending Labor Court in Vadodara passed orders in our favor in all the claims which we filed on behalf of silicosis victims from Dahod district. Government of Gujarat passed resolution to pay relief to the next of kins of the silicosis victims in Agate industry and amended the resolution as we had demanded was another major achievement. Government decided to enforce the resolution from 2006 and not from the date of publication of the resolution in official gazette. It also resolved to increase the time period for applying- from one month to 3 months. We could get support for experimenting with technology to reduce silica dust in agate processing during the year. We accepted to work with marginalized women which is away from our consistent and exclusive work on Occupational health and safety is another milestone in the history of the organization. During years 2002-2007 we had accepted to work on HIV /AIDS, was an exception. We played an important role in establishing Workers Health and Safety Net- a network of trade unions in Vadodara and later joined by trade unions in Surat and Navsari and we kept it alive by various activities  during the year. At the end of the year we held annual meeting after which interest of the members fizzled out. We came across disappointments at times which you will be able to see while going through the report. We imported a machine for demonstration of shaping agate stones but the importer could not get it released from customs was our biggest disappointments. We had our part of challenges and we could make way from them at times and could not at times. March towards goal is on and will remain so.
Work among agate workers on Silicosis:

Day care centre:
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On April 1, 2006 we started day care centre for 20 children <5 year. Objective was to prevent silica exposure to the children who accompanied their mothers to work. Mothers would polish the stones with child in their lap or cradle just hung above the polishing wheel. In last 9 years 113 children have been benefited. Children are served fresh food cooked in our kitchen. A teacher engage the children in playing, teaching etc. Each month end we organize meeting with the parents.
Cash benefit:

We extend small cash amount to the identified needy families. During the year we paid Rs.6,000/- to one old man and two others. The old man had 3 sons, all three died of silicosis. Wife had died long before. He is all alone. 

Bhansali Trust is philanthropic organization helping needy families. Since 2010, when we came to know each other, we started helping the Trust in identifying the families in our area. The Trust helps 24 families at present.
Equipment benefit:
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With the help of donation from ONGC we bought Oxygen concentrator and other equipments to help victims. Oxygen concentrator remain in high demand. During the year 5 patients benefited. Out of 5, 4 have died. This indicates that during the last phase of their life they need this equipment. Besides this, portable toilet is also used by the patients. 4 patients used the toilets during the year.

Diagnosis and treatment:
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In 2007 we initiated weekly clinic to screen workers exposed to silica dust for silicosis in collaboration with Sri Krishna Hospital, Karamsad and Cardiac Care Centre, Khambhat. The clinic continued to operate during the year. Each Wednesday from 10.30 am to 1 pm experts from Chest and TB department examine the patients. Needy patients are referred for X-ray to Cardiac Care Hospital in Khambhat. The centre provides X-rays free of charge. X-rays are then sent to SK Hospital, Karamsad for final diagnosis. Hospital issues certificates to the patients who are found suffering from Silicosis or Silico-TB. PTRC activists and volunteers visit the exposed population to educate them about silicosis and inform about the services offered by PTRC. Since 2007, 1102 workers have been examined. We received 838 X-rays out of which 268 were certified having silica related disease. 122 have died so far. During the year of report 228 new patients visited the clinic.
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Rehabilitation of victims:

In 2013-14 due to active efforts and insistence of one of our Trustees Dr.Jagdish Parikh we started program for rehabilitation of silicosis victims. Under the program 4 women were given spinning wheels. For various reasons, the experiment has not succeeded as we expected. 
Experiments for improving technology to reduce silica dust;
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Experiments that we initiated in 13-14 continued during the year with the help of project Grand Challenges Canada. Volunteers from Uni. of Toronto, Canada and Workplace Health without Border (WHWB) visited us in October,14. They visited the agate units during their stay and collected air samples from 10 units. During their second visit in February, 15, they experimented to develop LEV system using local resources, which is energy efficient and which is portable. They met with the leaders of traders association as well workers during their stay.
Deaths due to silicosis:

20 male and 6 female died of silicosis during the year (1-04-14 to 31-03-15). In preceding years the numbers were 17 & 19 respectively.

Helping victim families claim Government relief:

We invited a meeting of families of diseased victims to explain them the procedure to make claims for the relief Government of Gujarat declared by way of publication of resolution and encouraged them to apply for the relief. Later, we helped them whenever they had difficulty in getting relevant documents or opening Bank accounts etc. They are required to attach certificate issued by Talati of the village to the effect that the diseased was agate worker. Talatis were concerned in issuing such certificates. We intervened and explained Talatis our point of view and understood their concerns. They were convinced and issued required certificates. Our Khambhat Coordinator Jayesh Dave fully engaged himself in this work. By the end of the year 64 families to file their claims. Later the Government Labor Officer (Rural) visited all the families to register their statements with the help of Jayeshbhai.
Work on Women Empowerment:
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Asia Monitor Resource Center has consistently supported our work in Khambhat. Due to their insistence we accepted to work on Women empowerment in Khambhat. The project was for developing leaders from among marginalized women. We contacted Chinmayee Joshi and assigned her some responsibilities. She organized meetings with women in 19 different geographical areas in Khamabhat during August and September. During these one hour meetings we tried to know their problems on one hand and identify women with some leadership quality from among them. in 22 meetings in 19 areas 448 women participated. From among them we selected group of 40 women fro grooming them further. From 26-29 September Chinmayee conducted 4 day gender workshop for them which was attended by 30 women. On 20 December Neeta Hadrikar of “ANANDI” and Pankti Jog of “Gujarat Mahiti Adhikar Pahel” imparted training to the women on Food Security and Right to Information Act respectively. On 28 January, 15 Sanjay Dave talked to the group on Communication skill and on 25 March Jagdish Patel and Sukhdev Patel respectively talked on “Leadership” and “Political Parties in India.” The group was taken for exposure trips. On 29 November the group visited SEWA and AMWA in Ahmedabad, on 29 December they visited Woman police Station and Family court in Anand and on 27 February “SAHIYAR” in Vadodara.
Documentation of silicosis victims:

When the family loss their earning member the widow and her children pass through tremendous pin and problems. AMRC, as part of the women empowerment project asked us to document the problems faced by them. What exactly they pass through and how they make their way out. We visited 31 widows and orphans who are now grown up in Jhalod and Khambhat and documented their stories. We were helped by Hiral Parmar in Jhalod and Jayesh Dave, Ramesh Makwana and Naina Vaghela in Khambhat.

Jute bag workers in Borsad:
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Some NGOs and social workers were behind us since some time to study the occupational health problems of jute bag workers in Borsad area. These workers clean and repair the jute and hessian bags. During the year when we could get the financial resources we decided to take up the study. We contacted workers to prepare data base. These workers leave for work early morning and return late in the evening. They do not have weekly off. It was very challenging to meet them. Since they are available only in late evening researcher has to go at that time only. Again we could not afford vehicle and had to depend up on public transport. You do not find Hotels in such villages for night stay. So you have to make friends and stay at their home. You need to build rapport for this and explain them the purpose and objective. Most workers would not understand and would keep us asking they would be benefitted. By March end we could prepare data for 310 workers.
Industrial workers in Por: 

A medical practitioners in Baroda used to appeal us to take up cause of the workers of fiber reinforced  plastic units in Por industrial area saying many of them come to him for treatment of lung diseases. We decided to take up when resources were available. We contacted the medical practitioner and requested him to give us some leads by way of providing names of the patients but he expressed his inability saying, he does not keep any such record. We have had no contacts with these workers but our field staff was instructed to build rapport in the area. We also visited the medical practitioners in the area and attended their meetings at Por. Later we invited them for dinner on September 5, 204 at a city restaurant but turn out was very poor. After some efforts we got information on a patient suffering from lung disease in Kashipura-Sarar. We visited him and looked at his documents and requested him to accompany us to hospital but some how he did not cooperate. It was suspect case of occupational disease but exposure history was not matching. We kept hearing on the units where they said there are many cases of TB but we failed in contacting any. We also tired to organize medical camp but that also could not materialize. Our resources soon ran out and we had to wind up the business.
ESI Advise Centre:

We initiated the centre in April-13 and appointed staff. We instructed the staff to visit ESI dispensaries and Hospital regularly and meet the insured persons and their families to know their complaints and concerns. On 19 April we invited local electronic and print media to ESI Hospital and held press conference there. Journalists visited the hospital and talked to the hospital authorities. On 28 April we accompanied workers from Waghodiya industrial area to represent their demands with the Asst. Director, Medical Services as well as Jt.Director, ESIC. During the period we received several individual complaints which we helped them resolve. By August we had to close the unit for want of resources.
Silicosis:

Workers in mines, foundry, glass, quartz flour, ceramic, quarry, construction are exposed to fine silica dust at work and are at risk of getting silicosis. We have been working on silicosis among Agate workers in Khambhat consistently and in Jambusar intermittently. We have been working among quartz flour factory workers in Dahod also. But there are many areas where we have no reach. When we had some resources we decided to work on this issue. We already knew about factories in Balasinor but we did not know that the Narmda oustees from Madhya Pradesh have been rehabilitated in a village near Balasinor and they find work in these factories. We visited them to know that the workers are very scared and would not part any information with outsider who they do not know. Our field staff visited them several times and built rapport. We learnt that you need to work consistently with lot of patience.
National Institute of Occupational Health had carried out a study of the past workers for quartz flour factories in Chhotudepur in 2001 and found 57 workers suffering from Silicosis. In 2011 we revisited the listed patients and had sent report to the NHRC. To know their status again after 3 years we visited the area from 4-7 October. We could contact 35 patients from 7 villages in Tejgadh taluka. We came to know that 9 patients had died in the span of 3 years who we had met in our earlier visit and 26 were sick while we could not meet one. Out of 26, 8 were bed ridden. We sent the report to the NHRC fro further action.

International Workers Memorial Day:
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Each year we observe this day on 28 April to pay homage to the workers who may have died of occupational diseases or accidents during the year. This year voting for Parliament election was due on 30 April hence Police did not give us required permission for public program on 28 April. We then decided to organize t on May 1. On 28 April instead of public program we visited ESI Hospital and took media with us to show them the condition of the hospital. 
On May 1, hastily we observed the day, which we could not on 28 April. Venue was City Hall- Gandhi Nagar Gruh. Workers from Munjal Auto and Shankar Packaging in Waghodiya industrial area, contract workers of Medical College & Hospital, Gotri, Agate workers from Khambhat, workers of FAG and contract workers of Alembic, members of SAHIYAR, Jyoti Karmachari Mandal, Vadodara Kamdar Union, Gujarat Trade union Council etc attended the program. Program started with observing 2 minute silence to pay respect and homage to the diseased workers. Later the pics of the diseased workers were offered garlands and flowers. Jagdish Patel then briefly talked about the importance of the day. Later, Rohit Prajapati, Bharat Pathak, Trupti Shah, Karim Diwan, Mahendra Chauhan, Ashok Rohit spoke on the occasion. Sudhir Biniwale, Trupti Shah, Rohit Prajapati and the colleagues presented songs. Pamphlets were distributed. Program ended at 6.30 pm
Research:

Four students of Master in Labor Welfare, Gujarat University, Ahmedbad came to PTRC for internship. They were assigned a small project. They were asked to take up a study of deafness among retired workers of State Transport. Students visited 93 workers- either retired or about to retire, in different parts of Gujarat to seek information. We organized small meeting with few workers in Dolvan in Vyara on 10 April,2014. We prepared report based on the information collected which is very shocking. The report got good coverage in news papers. We planned some follow up activities but could not. ( Detailed report is available on request)
Inquiry/ Visit:

· On August 1 we visited Registrar of Charuset Uni. in Changa and discussed issue of Khambhat problem to seek collaboration. We were directed to meet with Head of the Civil Department. We visited him and requested him for cooperation but matter did not move.

· We visited Khadgodhra village near Balasinor with Rajesh Mishra of ARCH-Mangrol. Narmada oustees are rehabilitated here. They find work ion quartz crushing units in Balasinor where they get exposed to silica dust to get silicosis. To make an inquiry we visited the place.

· On 7 October we visited Jhalod with reference to discuss documentation of silicosis victim women. Again on December 2 we visited to meet with the affected women.

· On October 8 we visited Sri Krishna Hospital Karamsad for meeting with Dr Paliwal and his colleagues.
· On January 11 we visited Jhalod villages with Hiral Parmar to meet silicosis victim women.

Lecture/Training/ Exhibition Stall:
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· We recorded lecture for on line course run by Indian Institute of Public Health, Ahmedabad on April 5.

· We organized Vijay Kanhere Memorial Lecture on 20 June which was delivered by Pralhad Malvadkar.

· On 2 June we organized training for Khambhat volunteers at Dharmaj.

· We were invited by AMRC to join them in imparting training to the members of Sangrami Shramik Union in Kolkata on 29-30 August. Workers from Garden Reach, Hindustan Lever and others joined.

· On September 5 we organized dinner for medical practitioners in Por area.

· We visited Tejgadh on  17 September to talk to the trainee women on Occupational Health.

· On October 3 we talked to group of construction workers at a meeting invited by Bandhkam Mazdoor Sangathan. We discussed how we can take advantage of the Cleanliness drive launched by Prime Minister to get our rights.

Legal Work: 
On 5-03-2009 Supreme Court of India passed interim order in PIL 110/2006 directing National Human Rights Commission to see that the confirmed cases of death are paid compensation/relief from State Government and workers living with silicosis get treatment and are rehabilitated. With reference to this order PTRC filed several complaints before the Commission. Once the complaint is registered State Government is asked to respond. State Government then would instruct local officers to visit the workers listed and get their statements recorded. Later the State Government would submit its reply, copy of which is made available by the Commission to the complainant. We would then file our response on their reply and this would go on and on. Our 14 complaints are pending before the Commission for disposal.

On August 4, we filed complaint (558/6/3/2009) for 9 deaths due to silicosis.       
Success: 
We encouraged and supported 15 silicosis patients from Dahod district to file claims for disablement benefit from ESI Corporation in 2008. They all worked in quartz crushing units in Godhara and got silicosis. In course of hearing 6 patients succumbed to their lung injury and their claims were withdrawn. Hearing in rest 9 was completed and in February, 15 Honorable Court passed its verdict in favor of petitioners and ordered ESIC to pay them the benefit at 100% disablement from 2007 when they were diagnosed having silicosis. Court also ordered to pay interest @ 8% and pay Rs.1,000 towards cost. On behalf of the petitioners P.G.Mavlankar appeared. Till year end ESIC had not respected the order.

At present, 7 different claims are pending in labor courts in Anand and Baroda.
